The trumpet was to be given to afriend of our family, who
lived in Toronto. Asl started up Y onge Stree, a newsboy endeavored to take the horn away from me, but after a
short fight, [during which my grandfather stated that he had a good hold of the newsboy's ear with histeeth] a
man stepped in and stopped the fight. | continued up the street looking for a store with the name of the man to
whom | wasto deliver the trumpet. In duetime, | found the name with the son's name also there. | entered the
store and a young man came up and asked what | was wanting. | told him that | was looking for the man whose
name was painted on the outside of the store, but he was an older man than you. This man said, "Maybe it is my
father, who is at the back of the store." He called his father and when his father saw me he hugged me and we
both began to cry. | delivered to him, his trumpet.

I lived with this man for a short time and he took me down to one of the stores and bought me my first pair of
boy's pants. Up to thistime | had been wearing dresses. Later, on he put me on atrain to go to Hamilton. We
travelled over wooden rails to Hamiton, which ended the railway line.

In Hamilton, | got a stage coach to go to London, [approximately 90 west of Hamilton] on my way to my Uncle's
home who lived a short distance west of London. As| did not have enough money to ride inside the stage coach,
the driver allowed meto ride on the seat outside with him. Aswe were going up the mountain near Ancaster,
[about seven miles west of Hamilton] | received a heavy dap over the face. | was slowly freezing. The driver
tied arope around my body and tied me to the back of the stage coach and | walked into Ancas. At the hotel |
received a big glass of whiskey. | eventually arrived at my uncle's. This place | should never have gone to.

Whilein thislocality, | served my apprenticeship as a machinest and a few years later took up my residencein
Hamiton, Ohio.
