Grandpa Sheldon Russell Curtiss was born near Columbia, Lorain Col, Ohio. His childhood days were
very pleeasant. In his own words he writes that he was ble ssed with a precious father and mother and

five dear sisters who gave him the t enderest care.

One of his earliest recollections was the music in his home. His father played the flute, fife, bass viol and
drums. Grandpa Sheldon speak s on how much this music did captivae him. When he was older, he
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would walk to church at Oberlin, Ohio. He found it an easy task to walk the two miles every Sunday to
enjoy the music of the wonderful orchestra and listen to the choir w ith their splendid songs.

The Sabbath School always celebrated together on t he fourth of July. Grandpa remembered that on one
of these occasions his mothe r made him a beautiful flag. Grandpa was sure she would not need to take
secon d place with the honored Betsey Ross when it came to making flags!

Fishing w as awonderful delight to him. There was a beautiful creek running across his father's place
which was well filled with fish. He found it very convenient to sit on the big tree which had fallen across
the stream and catch afine bunch for the family meal. Of couse, Grandpa said that his mother could
cook them ju st right and that he had never tasted better fish than those were!

Another o f Grandpa Shedon's pastimes was going to mill for his father. Uncle Samuel Hoa dley was the
miller. The Hoadley Mills were noted the country around. Grandpa Curtiss would carry his grist on
horseback about two miles through the woods a nd two milesin the clearing. If the grist had happened
to fall off my horse h e was too small to reload it, but this never worried him.

Finally, Grandpa S heldon's father sold their early home and came to Michigan. It was very hard f or
Sheldon to bring his mind to this. Knowing that his dear mother could hardl y bear the thought of
leaving her father and mother and her comfortable home fo r ahome in the wilderness, made it doubly
hard for Grandpa Sheldon. The famil y started in the fall of the year with two teams heavily loaded.
Grandpa Sheld on's two oldest sisters and their husbands had two more teams so it made quite a caravan.
Grandpa's grandparents followed them to Michigan in afew years so we were together again.

In his sketch of "When Berlin and | Were Y oung,” he told of meeting the beautiful girl in the old log
school house at Berlin Center . She came with her parents from New Albion, New Y ork, about one and
one half years after they came from Ohio. Her name was Abigail Nancy Barnard, daughter of James and
Elizabetn Barnard. Grandpa Sheldon ahd Abigail were married when he was twenty-one and she nine
months younger, and they settled in alittle hom e south of Berlin Center, lonia Co., Michigan. Inthis
home their oldest child , Rosalia Elizabeth was born.

My first vote was cast for Abraham Lincolnin 1960. In 1862 he calle d for volunteers and | soon
enlisted. We young soldiers sang in those days, "W e are coming Father Abraham, 300,000 strong." Our
flag had been fired upon at Fort Sumpter. The leadres of the Confederacy had endeavored to trail our
flag in the dust and if we had consented to this our Country would have been divided against itself. We
felt that duty demanded us to defend our Country in thist errible Civil War. It meant more than we can
express to leave home and our pre cious family and take up arms agains our countrymen in the South
land. Lincoln had seen the awful curse of slavery and when he saw the poor victimstiedto t he
whipping posts and whipped until the blood streamed down their backs he said , "If | ever get a chance |
will strike that thing ablow and | will strike it hard." Slavery was one of the worst curses that ever
existed in this country. Families were divided, sold and separated. Very often the beastly master was f
other of his own slaves and like LaGreein "Uncle
